Thompson, this new preschool curriculum provides early care and education professionals an opportunity to plan and implement developmentally appropriate activities for children ages 2 ½ to 5.  The menu style format saves lots of time normally spent searching several different resources for ideas, and provides a system for organizing and storing those ideas over time.  





The curriculum offers a “letterness” menu for older preschoolers who are showing an interest in and understanding of letters.  It also offers a “Building Blocks of Faith” menu for faith based program enrichments.  The 200+ pages of ideas are structured around monthly themes and arranged in a 3-ring binder format.








The curriculum includes samples of both group lesson plans and an individualized lesson plan for children who may benefit from special activities to meet their individual developmental needs.  A “Parent Tool” is included for Family Involvement.  Additional forms are provided to keep a record of ideas you want to add to the curriculum.  This allows it to become a living document that grows with you from year to year!  Designed for use by an individual teacher or classroom, it is a tool to help meet the needs of the children in the classroom at the time of planning.
